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You will need…a flip flop with appropriate pictures.





Activity


A simple flip flop is shown to the class, the total number of objects counted. For example; one with pound signs…
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The flip flop is folded for example
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The children are asked how many objects they can see, how many can the leader see? (Bonds to 10 )


Folded again…
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And so on.





Extension Activities


The objects or pictures in each box could be utilising simple bonds to 10, giving different multiples practice. 


Other ideas for the boxes could be…


Pairs of shoes … 2x table


Feet   … numbers of toes, 5x table


… decimals 


½        … fractions 


10%    … percentages
